St. Xavier’s College, Simdega 

Annual Report -2016-17 

 

 

The Governing Body of Xavier’s Ranchi is a registration Act 21, 

1860 (Reg. No. 13/1958-59 Patna, Bihar) and under Jharkhand (Reg. No. 

198/ 2005-2006 Ranchi, Jharkhand) which owns and manages St. Xavier’s 

College, Ranchi. 

In Province Days – 2007, there was a discussion on Higher 

education and qualitative education in the Province. At that time, Dr. Fr. 

Ranjit Toppo, SJ was the provincial of Ranchi Jesuit Society. He had 

asked St. Mary’s High School community to purchase land for educational 

purposes. Indeed, land was purchased but it was purchased to start a 

technical school and personnel were sent for training. 

When the term of Dr. Fr. Ranjit Toppo S.J as Provincial was over, 

he left a note saying that St. Xavier’s College could be started in Simdega. 

When Rev. Fr. Xavier Soreng, S.J became provincial of Ranchi 

Jesuit Society, he had a meeting with the community of St. Mary’s High 

School Samtoli concerning St. Xavier’s College, Simdega. For one or the 

other reason, it could not take off. 

When Dr. Fr. Joseph Marianus Kujur, S.J became the provincial of 

Ranchi Jesuit Society, there was a Province Days in 2015 in which it was 

decided that St. Xavier’s College will be started in Simdega. Then, the 

Governing Body meeting was held on 10th December 2015, at 6.00 p.m. at 



the office of its president at Sadbhavana Jesuit Provincial’s Residence Dr. 

Camil Bulcke Path and it was resolved to establish a degree college in the 

District of Simdega; and its name would be St. Xavier’s College, Simdega. 

This College has 10 Acres of land in its name. The College building plan 

is prepared by a registered architect. The same college intends to start the 

classes in the faculties of Arts and commerce in the academic session of 

2016-2019. As the permanent building will take at least 23 years, the 

college will run its courses in a temporary building in the campus of 

Apostolic School, Samtoli, Simdega. The same body authorized Rev. Fr. 

Gilbert D’Souza S.J the former Principal of St. Xavier’s College, Ranchi 

to do all the needful for establishing the said college. 

In 2015, there was Province Congregation and there was extended 

consult in which it was decided to open St. Xavier’s College, Simdega. 

Mean -while Rev. Fr. Linus Dungdung, SJ Rector of St. Mary’s High 

School Samtoli began searching for land. This was a team of fathers of St. 

Xavier’s College, Ranchi and the Building Commission members of the 

province who came to see the place. It was also discussed in the 

community of St. Mary’s High School, Samtoli; then the Province 

Consultors decided to open the college. Then, the building map was 

prepared and got approved for GB and now it needs to be approved for 

GB.  

Later on, there was a general Governing Body meeting of Xavier’s 

Ranchi at Provincial’s Residence, Sadvabhavna at 6.00 p.m. in which 

principal and other college officials were appointed. It also decided that 

the classes could be started in June or July of 2016. (But classes of Arts 



and Commerce were started on 1st August, 2016 at 9.15 a.m.) On 1 

August, 2016 at 10.00 a.m., there was Academic Inauguration of the 

College, in the same event; there was blessing of the College building. His 

Lordship Rev Bishop Vincent Barwa D.D of Simdega Diocese blessed the 

ground floor and Dr. Fr. Joseph Marianus Kujur S.J the Provincial of 

Ranchi Jesuit Province blessed the 1st Floor of the building. On 2nd August 

2016 at 9.15 a.m. regular classes were started.  

For the permanent building of the college, land is registered in the 

name of Ranchi Jesuits; and the Ranchi Jesuits provided 10 Acres of land 

to St. Xavier’s College, Simdega. 

At present, St. Xavier’s College is having 451 Students, 15 teaching 

staff and 12 supportive staff and 5 college management personnel. The 

College is having Honours in Arts and Commerce. Commerce is having 

Accounts Honours and Accounts Honours and Arts is having English, 

Hindi, Economics, History, Political Science and Geography. The college 

has special benefactors like Sadbhavana, St. Xavier’s College, Ranchi, 

Xavier’s Institute of Social Sciences, Ranchi, St. Xavier’s School 

Doranda, St. Mary’s High School and Community who constantly support 

the College. May God’s blessing be upon them! 

The Jesuits have opened this college to provide Higher Education to 

the people of this area and specifically to the poor and marginalized.  

 

Future:  

In near future, there will be permanent building of the college and 

there will be a better facility of library, canteen, college bus, class rooms, 



labs, drinking water, sanitation, reading room, games and sports, 

generator, internet and computer lab and research facility. There will be 

better environment for learning. 

There is a hope in near future that St. Xavier’s College, Simdega 

will start other disciplines and sections of higher education.  

The Governing Body of Xavier’s Ranchi expects from the students 

of St. Xavier’s College, Simdega to be well disciplined, hardworking 

persistently, to protect and preserve language and culture and adopt 

Xavier’s culture. They should educate themselves in human values and 

values of the society and accordingly they should form their character. 

They should be professional in their field. It also expects co-operation and 

support from the parents, the administration and the society.
